5 Stefon Johnson 6’6" F Stefon racked up 10 pts in Gardner-Webb’s 78-42 thrashing of worthy
opponent Virginia Intermont College

31 Santoine Butler 6’7" F Santoine is a freshman who is perhaps the most athletically gifted player to
sign with GWU in quite some time

Coach Chris Holtmann Holtmann enters his first year as head coach of the Runnin’ Bulldogs after

two season as assistant at Ohio. This marks his second stop at GWU after
spending time as an assistant from 2003-2008.

Forward #23 Luke Engelken played a career high 23 minutes against Penn State last year, grabbing a total of three
rebounds, 0 points (0-4 from the field), and 2 turnovers.
