Chemical Scholarship Assignment 8:  Water Project Poster (40 points, group)

You will write the grading rubric for the Water Project Poster Session to be held on Monday, December 11th.  The poster session is worth 40 points.  One member of your group will remain by your poster to answer questions while the other two/three member will evaluate the other posters.

You will determine the criteria for earning the 40 points.  The points should be spread (not necessarily equally) over a set of mandatory parts of the poster presentation.  For example:
