2.1 Budget (Estimated)

2.1.1 USD $206.40 for equipments

2.2 Food

2.2.1 Food will be served in buffet style, with 2 salads, 4 entrées, 4 side dishes and 2 desserts
2.2.2 Serving size will be large enough for approximately 50 to 60 people

2.3 Format of K-night

2.3.1 It will be held like a normal singing competition.

2.3.2 Competition will be divided into 3 groups: Male, female and group.
2.3.3 Each group will last for approximately 30 minutes

2.5 Games
2.5.1 A non-Cantonese speaker will listen to a Cantonese song and sing it out loud for members to guess what song it is

2.5.2 Charade (but instead of one person acting the word out, there will be a pair who has to work together and use the other person to explain the word)

2.5.3 Each game will last for 15minutes

2.5.4 There will be prizes for people who have a correct guess 

2.6 Prizes

2.6.1 All the prizes will be put in the same box, but with different numbers.

2.6.2 Winners will pick the prize by choosing an artist’s name, which is linked to one of the numbers.
2.6.3 Prizes will include a roll of tissue, a bottle of water and t-shirt

2.6.4 Prizes would be wrapped in wrapping paper

2.7 K-night will be held in the Henderson Room of the Michigan League from 7 to 10pm on December 3, 2005.
