ALTERNATIVE SPRING BREAK MISSION

The UM-ISV Alternative Spring Break program to Louisiana is a SERVE/ASB sponsored event that challenges students to:

1) Learn about and critically examine interlinking issues such as homelessness, poverty, hunger, domestic violence, environmental destruction, and marginalization of social groups.

2) Take thoughtful, meaningful action towards the resolution of these social problems.

3) Listen to and understand community needs, recognize community strengths, and work with the community in reciprocal community relationships.

4) Continue a commitment to community service and social change while building new friendships and alliances.
DESCRIPTION

The ASB program with ISV|UM is a four-month long experience centered on a community service experience during the week of spring break.  Participants learn about and work with a particular community issue at a site in Louisiana.  On site, students aid the victims of Hurricane Katrina through various tasks such as debris removal, construction, and clothing/food distribution. 

PARTICIPANT COMMITMENT

The ISV|UM ASB participants will meet throughout the fall and winter semesters to orient and educate themselves about the issues one will encounter on site.  As participants, you have an obligation to the community you will be living with to come prepared – mentally, physically, and emotionally.  Meeting schedules will be worked out once the participants have been determined.  Expect to meet for approximately two to three hours every week during the fall and winter semesters for a combination of community service, fundraising, educational, and social activities.  All participants will be required to participate in a number of volunteer and fundraising events.  Participants are encouraged to continue service with ISV|UM and in their own communities after their ASB experience.

ALCOHOL POLICY

Alcohol and drug use and possession on any UM-ASB trip is STRICTLY FORBIDDEN due to University policy, liability and legal issues, respect for the members of your group and – most importantly – the individuals and organizations with whom we are working during spring break.  If you are found with alcohol or drugs, you will immediately be asked to leave your group and travel home at your own expense.

COST

The cost per participant is $50.  This non-refundable participant fee is to be made during our 1st ASB meeting on November 21st at 8:00 pm (place to be announced). This amount will help cover site fees, transportation costs, & general cost for the ISV|UM ASB program. Some out of pocket expenses will also be incurred during the week to cover food and personal expenses.  Additionally, each participant will be responsible for participating in fundraising events of which all funds will be used as a donation to the site as well as transportation costs and educational/training fees.
