Every year, 30,000 children and adults get a fatal blood disease such as leukemia or aplastic anemia.  To treat these illnesses, they need a little of someone else’s bone marrow.  While there is a list of 3 million people in the national registry, there is a severe shortage of minorities such as African Americans, Latino Americans, Asian Americans, and Native Americans.  A fund from the government has allowed for the registration procedure to be free of charge to minorities.

Registration only takes about 15 minutes.  You need to give 2 tablespoons of blood and sign some documents.  The actual donation will be done under anesthesia, and you may have a bruise on you hip for a week or so.  In the near future, there will be a new technique called aphoresis, where they filter your blood for the cells they want.  Think about it…you could save someone’s life!  Register today!
